Personal Data Processing Policy for the Visitors of the Website diasoft.com
and All Associated Domain Sites

(Privacy and Cookie Policy)

1. Terms and Definitions

1.1. Automated Processing of Personal Data: Processing of personal data with the use of the computing
technology.

1.2. Blocking of Personal Data: The temporary ceasing of processing of personal data (except where the
processing is necessary for the rectification of personal data).

1.3. Webinar: A live online video conference conducted to inform participants about services or to present
products.

1.4. Personal Data Information System (Information System): The combination of the information contained in
databases (including personal data) and the information technologies and technical means used to process it.
1.5. Confidentiality of Personal Data: The mode of processing of personal data that prevents the disclosure of
such personal data to third parties and/or the distribution of personal data without the data subject’s consent
by the Operator and other persons who have lawfully accessed the personal data, unless otherwise provided
by law.

1.6. Depersonalization of Personal Data: Actions taken on personal data that make it impossible to determine,
without the use of additional information, whether the data belongs to a specific data subject.

1.7. Processing of Personal Data: Any action (operation) or set of actions (operations) performed on personal
data with the use of automation tools, including actions (operations) in information and telecommunication
networks, or without the use of automation tools, encompassing collection, recording, systematization,
accumulation, storage, rectification (updating, modification), retrieval, usage, transfer (distribution, provision,
access), including cross-border transfer, blocking, deletion, and destruction of personal data.

1.8. Personal Data Operator (Operator): A legal entity that independently or jointly with other persons
organizes and/or carries out the processing of personal data, and also determines the purposes of personal
data processing, the list of personal data to be processed, and the actions (operations) performed on personal
data. For the purposes of this Policy, the personal data operator is Diasoft LLC.

1.9. Personal Data: Any information relating to a directly or indirectly identified or identifiable individual (data
subject).

1.10. Instruction for the Processing of Personal Data (Operator’s Instruction): the Operator’s instruction, issued
with the consent of the personal data subject, to process personal data by another person on the basis of a
contract concluded with that person.

1.11. Provision of Personal Data /Access to Personal Data: Actions aimed at disclosure of personal data to a
specific person or a specific group of persons.

1.12. Distribution of Personal Data: Actions aimed at disclosure of personal data to an indefinite range of
persons.

1.13. Website: The combination of computer programs and information accessible via the Internet at the
domain name diasoft.com and all sites within this domain zone. The owner of the Website is Diasoft LLC.

1.14. Consent to Processing': The data subject’s consent to the processing of their personal data is confirmed
by the data subject by placing a mark in the appropriate field on the Website or by pressing a specially
designated button. The checkbox (tick) for submitting the Consent is not pre-checked by default; the
submission of the Consent is not possible without the Website User explicitly selecting the said checkbox.
1.15. Cross-Border Transfer of Personal Data: The transfer of personal data to the territory of a foreign state to a
foreign authority, a foreign individual, or a foreign legal entity.

1.16. Destruction of Personal Data: Actions that make it impossible to restore the content of personal data in
the information system and/or that result in destroying of the physical media containing the personal data.
1.17. Cookies File: A text file storing information about internet browser settings, downloaded by the browser
upon the first visit to a website.

1.18. Data Subjects: For the purposes of this document, these are individuals who are visitors to the Operator’s
Website on the Internet.

1.19. Website Visitor: An individual accessing the Website via the Internet, with or without the registration on
the Website.
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2. General Provisions
2.1.This Policy Regarding the Processing of Personal Data of Website Visitors (hereinafter and at the website
referred to as the “Privacy and Cookie Policy” or the "Policy") is an internal document of the Operator and defines
the rules regarding its processing of personal data of Website Visitors, as well as the implemented requirements
for the protection of personal data of Website Visitors.
2.2.In accordance with Part 2 of Article 18.1 of the Federal Law No.152-FZ "On Personal Data" dated July 27,
2006 (hereinafter - "Law 152-FZ"), this Policy shall be published on the Website on the Internet to ensure
unrestricted access to it.
2.3.This Policy is drafted in compliance with the provisions of:

+ Article 24 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation;

- lLaw 152-FZ;
« Federal Law No.149-FZ dated July 27, 2006 "On Information, Information Technologies and Information
Protection";

« Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 1119 dated November 1, 2012 "On the Approval
of Requirements for the Protection of Personal Data during Their Processing in Personal Data Information
Systems";

« Regulatory acts of other authorized state bodies in the field of personal data protection: the Federal
Service for Supervision of Communication, Information Technology and Mass Media (hereinafter -
"Roskomnadzor"), the Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation, the Federal Service for Technical
and Export Control;

«  Recommendations of Roskomnadzor on the composition of the document defining the Operator's policy
for the processing of personal data, in accordance with Law 152-FZ;

+ Internal policies and procedures of the Operator (to the extent they do not contradict the legislation of
the Russian Federation).

2.4.The Operator is included into the Register of Operators Processing Personal Data (Order No. 487 dated July
21,2010; registration number 10-0120261). The said Register is published on the Roskomnadzor website on the
Internet at https://pd.rkn.gov.ru/operators-registry/operators-list/.

3. Basic Rights and Obligations of the Operator and Data Subjects
3.1. Data subjects whose personal data are processed by the Operator have the right to:

« Access their personal data free of charge, except for cases provided for by Federal Law 152-FZ;

« Request the rectification, blocking, or destruction of their personal data if the data are incomplete,
outdated, inaccurate, illegally obtained, or not necessary for the stated purpose of the processing, as well
as to take measures provided by law to protect their rights;

« Appeal the Operator’s actions or inactions to the authorized body for the protection of data subjects’
rights or in court;

«  Withdraw the consent to the processing of personal data;

« Receive information related to the processing of their personal data, including: confirmation of the fact
of processing of the personal data by the Operator, the legal grounds and purposes of the processing of
personal data, the purposes and methods of the processing of personal data used by the Operator, the
name and location of the Operator, information about persons (except for the Operator's employees) who
have access to the personal data or to whom the data may be disclosed based on an agreement with the
Operator or the federal law, the processed personal data that relate to the respective data subject, the
source of their obtaining (unless a different procedure for providing of such data is established by the
federal law), the periods of the processing of personal data, including the storage time, information on
the presence or absence of cross-border transfer of personal data, the name or the surname, first name,
patronymic, and address of the person processing personal data on behalf of the Operator (if processing
is or will be entrusted to such a person), and other information provided for by the legislation of the
Russian Federation;

« Protect their rights and legitimate interests, including compensation for losses and/or moral harm
through a judicial proceeding.
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3.2. Subjects whose personal data are processed by the Operator are obliged to:
« Provide accurate reliable information about themselves in the amount needed for the purpose
of processing;
« Notify the Operator about the rectification (update, modification) of their personal data necessary
for the processing purpose.

3.3. Rights and Obligations of the Operator's Employees Processing Data Subjects’ Personal Data.

3.3.1.The Operator's Employees who process personal data, depending on the processing purposes specified
in Section 4 of this Policy, have the right to receive information about Website requests containing data
subjects’ personal data.

3.3.2.The Operator's Employees who process Website requests containing personal data of data subjects

are obliged to:

3.3.2.1. Process obtained personal data in accordance with the procedures established by current legislation.
3.3.2.2. Process requests from data subjects (or their legal representative, or the authorized body for

the protection of the rights of personal data subjects) regarding the processing of their personal data

and provide reasoned responses within the following deadlines:

« Not exceeding ten (10) business days from the date of receipt of a request for information specified
in clause 3.1 of this Policy;

+  Not exceeding ten (10) business days from the date of receipt of a request for information about the
existence of personal data relating to the respective data subject, and for providing the opportunity
to get familiarized with such data;

« Not exceeding seven (7) business days from the date the data subject provides information confirming
that the personal data are incomplete, inaccurate, or outdated, or were illegally obtained or are not
necessary for the stated processing purpose;

+ Not exceeding ten (10) business days from the date of elimination of violations related to unlawful
processing of personal data or destruction of such data;

«  Not exceeding ten (10) business days from the date of receipt of a demand to cease the processing
of personal data.

3.3.2.3. Provide the data subject (or their legal representative) with the opportunity to freely access their
personal data processed by the Operator.

3.3.2.4. Take measures to rectify or destroy the personal data of a data subject based on their (or their legal
representative's) request containing lawful and justified demands.

3.3.2.5. Organize operational and archival storage of information containing personal data of data subjects
in accordance with the requirements of the legislation of the Russian Federation.

4. Purposes of Personal Data Processing
4.1.The processing of personal data is carried out by the Operator for the following purposes:
- Toidentify the data subject;
- To provide information about the Operator's goods and services, events, and webinars upon the Data
Subject’s request; and
+ To establish communications with the Data Subject, including sending notifications and inquiries related
to the use of the Website, and processing of requests for information.

4.2.The processing of personal data by the Operator may also occur without the consent of the data subject,
particularly for the performance of a contract to which the data subject is a party, beneficiary, or guarantor, as
well as for concluding a contract on the initiative of the data subject or a contract under which the data subject
will be a beneficiary.

5. Legal Grounds for Personal Data Processing
5.1.The legal grounds for the processing of personal data constitute the body of legal acts governing the
processing of personal data by the Operator.



5.2.The legal grounds for the processing of personal data are:

5.2.1. Federal laws and regulations adopted on their basis, governing relations with regards to the Operator's
activities, as listed in clause 2.3 of this Policy (with the exception of Law 152-FZ).

5.2.2.The Data Subject's Consent to the Processing of Personal Data.

6. Scope and Categories of Processed Personal Data. Categories of Data Subjects
6.1. In accordance with the purposes set out in Section 3 of this Policy, the Operator may process personal data
of the following categories of data subjects: Website Visitors.
6.2.The list of personal data® processed by the Operator:
« Last name;
« First name;
- Information about the professional activity (job title, employer name);
« Contact phone number(s);
« Email address(es);
« As well as data of Website Visitors specified in clause 6.4 of this Policy.

6.3. The Operator does not process personal data falling under the categories "Special Categories of Personal
Data" and "Biometric Personal Data"
6.4. The Website collects data® that are automatically transmitted during the viewing of advertising blocks and
when visiting web pages where a statistical script is installed:

+ IP address;

+ Information from cookies files;

- Browser information;

+ Messenger contacts;

« Pages visited;

«  Number of page visits;

+ Duration of user sessions;

+ Access time;

« Entry points (third-party websites from which the user follows a link to the Website);

+ Exit points (links on the Website that lead the user to third-party websites);

«  Website Visitor's country;

«  Website Visitor's region;

«  Website Visitor's internet service provider;

+  Website Visitor's browser;

+ Website Visitor's system languages;

«  Website Visitor's operating system;

«  Website Visitor's screen resolution;

«  Website Visitor's screen color depth.

7. Procedure and Conditions for Personal Data Processing
7.1.The processing of personal data is carried out with the consent of the data subjects, unless otherwise
provided by the legislation of the Russian Federation.
7.2.The processing of personal data is carried out using the computer technology (automated processing).
7.3. Only those employees of the Operator whose job responsibilities include the processing of personal data
are permitted to process personal data. These employees have the right to receive only those personal data that
are necessary for them to perform their job duties.
7.4.The processing of personal data is carried out as follows:
« Receiving information containing personal data, voluntarily provided by data subjects through the
Website's feedback forms;
« Verification and validation of the accuracy of the information provided by personal data subjects is not
performed.
« Receiving personal data from publicly available sources;
« Recording (registration) of personal data by automatic means for registration of cookies files
in accordance with their functions and purposes: technical, performance cookies, functional,
and advertising cookies.

“The data retention period for the data specified in this provision is 1 (one) year from the date of their receipt or 30 days from the withdrawal
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7.5.The Website collects statistics on the IP addresses of its visitors. This information is used to identify and
resolve technical problems. Disabling of cookies may result in the inability to access parts of the Website that
require authorization.

7.6.The transfer of personal data to third parties (including cross-border transfer) is not permitted, except

for cases where it is necessary to prevent a threat to the life or health of data subjects, as well as other cases
established by the legislation of the Russian Federation and this Policy.

7.7.The storage of personal data by the Operator is carried out on the territory of the Russian Federation.
Personal data is stored in a form that allows the identification of the data subject for no longer than required
by the purposes of their processing. Upon achieving the purposes of processing, as well as in the event

of the consent withdrawal by the data subject, the personal data shall be destroyed, unless otherwise provided
by a contract to which the subject is a party, beneficiary, or guarantor, or by another agreement between

the Operator and the personal data subject.

7.8.The Operator is not entitled to process personal data without the consent of the data subject

on the grounds provided for by Law 152-FZ or other federal laws.

7.9.The retention periods for personal data are determined by the Operator in accordance with the legislation
of the Russian Federation and the Operator's internal document management policies.

7.10. Effective September 1, 2025, the Operator shall depersonalize personal data for the transfer to the State
Information System upon a lawful request made pursuant to Article 13 of Law 152-FZ.

7.11. Cross-border transfer of personal data is not carried out.

7.12. The Website uses the "Yandex Metrica" web metrics service, which enables identification of unique
Website Visitors and the collection of data regarding their preferences and behavior on the Website. This use
is carried out in accordance with the terms of service established by the owner of the said service, available at:
https://yandex.ru/legal/metrica _termsofuse/ru/. The data is transferred to the Yandex Group

in a depersonalized form.

The specified web metrics service collects information as described in the Yandex "Privacy Policy" available at:
https://yandex.ru/legal/confidential/ru/#kakuyu-personalnuyu-informaciyu-o-vas-sobiraet-yandeks.

The legal basis for the use of the specified metrics service is the Consent to the Processing of Personal Data
granted by the User. The User may at any time withdraw the said Consent by following the procedure outlined
in the "Privacy Policy" at_https://yandex.ru/legal/confidential/ru/.

The retention period for raw analytics logs is specified in the Yandex service "Privacy Policy" at https://yandex.
ru/legal/confidential/ru/#kak-dolgo-my-hranim-vashu-personalnuyu-informaciyu.

The Operator uses the information obtained through "Yandex.Metrica" solely for improving the services

on the Website. The Operator does not combine the information obtained through "Yandex.Metrica" with
personal information.

7.13.The Website uses the "VK Ads" service, which allows for the identification of unique Website Visitors and
the collection of data regarding their preferences and behavior on the Website. This use is carried out

in accordance with the terms of service established by the owner of the said service, available at: https://help.
mail.ru/legal/terms/adsvk/privacy/. The data is transferred to the VK Group in a depersonalized form.

The specified service collects information as described in the "VK Ecosystem Privacy Policy" available at:
https://id.vk.com/privacy.

The legal basis for the use of the specified service is the Consent to the processing of personal data granted
by the User. The User may at any time withdraw this consent by sending a written request to the VK Group at
the address specified in "Your Rights" section of the "VK Ecosystem Privacy Policy" at https://id.vk.com/privacy.
The retention period for raw analytics logs is specified in the "Retention Periods" section of the "VK Ecosystem
Privacy Policy" at https://id.vk.com/privacy.

8. Responses to Data Subject Requests for the Access to Personal Data. Updating, Correction, Deletion,
and Destruction of Personal Data

8.1. The information specified in Part 7 of Article 14 of Law 152-FZ shall be provided to the data subject or their
representative by the Operator upon request from the data subject or their representative.

8.2. The information is provided in an accessible form and shall not include personal data relating to other data
subjects, unless there are legal grounds for the disclosure of such personal data.
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8.3. If the request of the data subject does not contain all the necessary information in accordance with the
requirements of Law 152-FZ, or if the subject does not have the right to access the requested information, a
reasoned refusal shall be sent to them.

8.4.The request must contain the details of the primary identity document of the data subject or their
representative, information on the date of issue of the said document and the issuing authority, information
confirming the fact of the processing of personal data by the Operator, and the signature of the personal data
subject or their representative.

8.5. The right of the personal data subject to access their personal data may be restricted in accordance with
Part 8 of Article 14 of Law 152-FZ, including if the access of the data subject to their personal data violates the
rights and legitimate interests of third parties.

8.6. Within a period not exceeding seven business days from the date the personal data subject or their
representative provides information confirming that the personal data is incomplete, inaccurate, or outdated,
the Operator shall make the necessary changes.

8.7. Within a period not exceeding 7 (seven) business days from the date the personal data subject or their
representative provides information confirming that such personal data were illegally obtained or are not
necessary for the stated processing purpose, the Operator shall destroy such personal data.

8.8. The Operator shall notify the personal data subject or their representative of the changes made and the
measures taken.

8.9. The Operator is obliged to provide the authorized body for the protection of data subject rights with

the necessary information upon the request of this body within thirty days from the date of receipt of such a
request.

8.10. The Consent to the processing of personal data may be withdrawn by the personal data subject. In the
event of withdrawal of the consent by the personal data subject, the Operator shall terminate their processing
or ensure the termination of such processing (if the processing of personal data is carried out by another
person acting on behalf of the Operator) and, if the retention of personal data is no longer required for the
purposes of processing, shall destroy the personal data within a period not exceeding thirty days from the
date of receipt of the said withdrawal, unless otherwise provided by Law 152-FZ or other federal laws. If it

is impossible to destroy the personal data within the aforementioned period, the Operator shall block such
personal data or ensure their blocking (if the processing is carried out by another person acting on behalf of
the Operator) and shall ensure the destruction of the personal data within a period not exceeding six months,
unless a different period is established by federal laws.

8.11.In the event of the withdrawal of the consent by the data subject, the Operator has the right to continue
processing personal data without the subject's consent if there are grounds specified in Part 2 of Article 9 of
Law 152-FZ.

9. Requirements for the Protection of Personal Data Implemented by the Operator
9.1. The security of personal data during their processing by the Operator is ensured in accordance with the
legislation of the Russian Federation and the requirements of the authorized state body for the protection
of the rights of personal data subjects, the federal executive body authorized in the field of security, and the
federal executive body authorized in the field of countering technical intelligence and technical protection of
information.
9.2. The Operator takes the necessary organizational and technical measures to protect personal data from
accidental or unauthorized access, destruction, modification, blocking of access, and other unauthorized
actions. These organizational and technical measures are provided for by the Operator’s relevant internal
regulations.
9.3.The protection measures implemented during the processing of personal data include:
« Adoption of local regulations and other documents in the field of processing and protection of personal
data;
« Appointment of officials responsible for ensuring the security of personal data;
- Organization of training and methodological work with employees processing personal data;
« Creation of the necessary conditions for working with information systems in which personal data are
processed;
« Maintaining system inventories for information systems in which personal data are processed;



« Establishment of a prohibition on the transfer of personal data via open communication channels,
computer networks, and the Internet without applying the security measures established by the
Operator;

Internal control over the compliance with the legislation of the Russian Federation and the Operator's
internal regulations during the processing of personal data.

10. Liability for Violation of the Requirements of the Legislation of the Russian Federation in the Field
of Processing and Protection of Personal Data
10.1. The Operator is liable for violations of the requirements of the Law on Personal Data and other regulatory
legal acts of the Russian Federation in the field of personal data in accordance with the legislation of the
Russian Federation.
10.2. In accordance with Article 24 of Federal Law No. 152-FZ, persons guilty of violating the requirements of
the said law bear civil, criminal, administrative, disciplinary, and other liability provided for by the legislation
of the Russian Federation. The moral harm inflicted on a data subject as a result of the violation of his/her
rights, violation of the rules for processing personal data established by Federal Law No. 152-FZ, as well as
the requirements for the protection of personal data established in accordance with it, shall be subject to
compensation in accordance with Article 151 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation (hereinafter — the "Civil
Code") and Article 15 of the Civil Code (regarding losses).
10.3. The administrative liability for violations in the field of personal data processing is provided for by
Article 13.11 of the Code of the Russian Federation on Administrative Offences (hereinafter - the "Code of
Administrative Offences") and includes the following offenses and sanctions:
Processing of personal data in cases not provided for by the legislation of the Russian Federation in the
field of personal data, or processing of personal data incompatible with the purposes of collection of
personal data (Part 1 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences) shall entail an administrative
fine on citizens in the amount of 10,000 to 15,000 rubles; on officials — from 50,000 to 100,000 rubles; on
legal entities — from 150,000 to 300,000 rubles.
Repeated commission of an offense under Part 1 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences
(Part 1.1 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences) shall entail an administrative fine on
citizens in the amount of 15,000 to 30,000 rubles; on officials — from 100,000 to 200,000 rubles; on legal
entities — from 300,000 to 500,000 rubles.

« Processing of personal data without the written consent of the personal data subject for the processing
of their personal data in cases where such consent must be obtained, or processing of personal data with
violation of the established requirements for the information included in the consent (Part 2 of Article
13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences) shall entail an administrative fine on citizens in the amount
of 10,000 to 15,000 rubles; on officials — from 100,000 to 300,000 rubles; on legal entities — from 300,000
to 700,000 rubles.

+ Repeated commission of an offense under Part 2 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences
(Part 2.1 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences) shall entail an administrative fine
on citizens in the amount of 15,000 to 30,000 rubles; on officials — from 300,000 to 500,000 rubles;
on individual entrepreneurs - from 500,000 to 1,000,000 rubles; on legal entities — from 1,000,000 to
1,500,000 rubles.

« The Operator’s failure to fulfill the obligation to publish or otherwise provide unrestricted access to the
document defining the Operator's policy regarding the processing of personal data, or to the information
on the implemented requirements for the protection of personal data (Part 3 of Article 13.11 of the Code
of Administrative Offences) shall entail an administrative fine on citizens in the amount of 1,500 to 3,000
rubles; on officials — from 6,000 to 12,000 rubles; on individual entrepreneurs - from 10,000 to 20,000
rubles; on legal entities — from 30,000 to 60,000 rubles.

« The Operator’s failure to fulfill the obligation to provide the data subject with information concerning
the processing of his personal data (Part 4 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences) shall
entail an administrative fine on citizens in the amount of 2,000 to 4,000 rubles; on officials - from 8,000 to
20,000 rubles; on individual entrepreneurs — from 20,000 to 40,000 rubles; on legal entities — from 40,000
to 100,000 rubles.



10.4. Fines are also provided for other violations, including the failure to fulfill obligations to rectify, block, or
destroy personal data, to ensure the security of personal data, to depersonalize data, to notify the authorized
body (Parts 5-11 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences), with fine amounts ranging from 1,000
to 1,500,000 rubles depending on the category of the offender and repetition of violations:

« Actions (inaction) leading to the unlawful transfer of personal data, affecting from 1,000 to 10,000
subjects or identifiers (Part 12 of Article 13.11 of the Code of Administrative Offences), shall entail fines of
up to 1,000,000 rubles for legal entities; in case of larger scales (Parts 13-18 of Article 13.11 of the Code
of Administrative Offences) — up to 18,000,000 rubles or 1-3% of the annual revenue with a minimum
amount of 20-50 million rubles.

10.5. Criminal liability is provided for by the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation (hereinafter — the
"Criminal Code"):

« Theillegal collection or distribution of information about the private life of a person constituting their
personal or family secret, without their consent, or the distribution of this information in a public speech,
a publicly displayed work, or mass media (Article 137 of the Criminal Code) is punishable by a fine of
up to 200,000 rubles or the amount of the wage or other income of the convicted person for the period
of up to 18 months, or by compulsory labor for up to 360 hours, or corrective labor for up to one year,
or forced labor for up to two years with deprivation of the right to hold certain positions or engage in
certain activities for up to three years or without such, or arrest for up to four months, or imprisonment
for up to two years with deprivation of the right to hold certain positions or engage in certain activities
for up to three years or without such. The same actions committed by a person using their official
position, or resulting in a harm to health, or the dissemination of information about a minor victim (Parts
2-3 of Article 137 of the Criminal Code) entail more severe punishments, including imprisonment for up
to five years.

« Unlawful access to legally protected computer information, if this act resulted in the destruction,
blocking, modification, or copying of computer information (Article 272 of the Criminal Code), is
punishable by a fine of up to 200,000 rubles or the wage or other income of the convicted person for
a period of up to 18 months, or corrective labor for up to one year, or restriction of freedom for up to
two years, or forced labor for up to two years, or imprisonment for the same term. Under aggravating
circumstances (by a group of persons, using an official position, causing major damage) the punishment
is increased to imprisonment for up to seven years.

+ lllegal use and/or transfer, collection and/or storage of computer information containing personal
data, as well as the creation and/or distribution of computer programs or other computer information
intended for the unlawful storage, transfer, or use of computer information containing personal data
(Article 272.1 of the Criminal Code), are punishable by a fine of 300,000 to 500,000 rubles or the wage
or other income of the convicted person for a period of one to three years, or forced labor for up to four
years, or imprisonment for up to four years. Under aggravating circumstances (by a group of persons,
using an official position, causing major damage) the punishment is increased to imprisonment for up to
ten years with deprivation of the right to hold certain positions for up to six years.

10.6. Disciplinary liability of the Operator's employees for a culpable violation of the norms governing the
processing and protection of personal data is provided for by Articles 90, 192-193 of the Labor Code of the
Russian Federation (hereinafter — the "Labor Code"), including a reprimand, severe reprimand or dismissal
(including those under subparagraph "c" of paragraph 6 of part 1 of Article 81 of the Labor Code for the
disclosure of a secret protected by law which became known to the employee in connection with the
performance of his/her job duties).

10.7. In accordance with the recommendations of Roskomnadzor on the composition of a document defining
the Operator's policy regarding the processing of personal data (approved by order of Roskomnadzor dated
July 27,2017), the Operator ensures the restriction of the processing of personal data to the achievement
of specific, predetermined, and lawful purposes, does not allow processing which is incompatible with the
purposes of collection, and takes measures to prevent violations.



10.8. Website Visitors (data subjects) are liable for providing unreliable or incomplete personal data, as

well as for other actions violating the legislation of the Russian Federation, in accordance with the Code of
Administrative Offences and the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation. The Operator is not liable for the
actions of third parties who gained access to personal data as a result of unlawful actions of the data subject.
10.9. The Operator takes all necessary measures to minimize the risks of violations, including the separate
storage of personal data categories and the timely destruction of data upon achieving the processing
purposes, in accordance with the recommendations of Roskomnadzor dated August 8, 2023, on minimizing the
collection of personal data and ensuring their protection.
